Ag per article 2.1.005 of the UCI Requlations, the event is opened to the following teams: UCI Women's World
Teams, UCI Women's Continental Teams, National Teams, Regional Teams and Club Teams. As per UCI
Regulations for participation in the UCI Women's Elite races. Invited teams must confirm their acceptance to
the Organizers. The official form of UCI enrollment listing the name of each rider, to a maximum of 5 riders (a
minimum of 4 riders) with 3 officials, and providing thelr date of birth, license number, UCI code, as signed by
the official representatives of the team, must be received by the Organizing Committee.

Ag per the article 1.2.052 of UCI Regulations, National, Regional and Club teams and their respective riders
may not start in competitions abroad unless they hold authorization in writing issued by their federation (except
teams and riders from the same federation as the event organizer). This authorization must carry the dates of
validity and the names of the riders concerned.

All Participating teams must have insurance covering all their tearm members during the period of the race, the
organizer is respongitle only the first aid and/or transits to the nearby hospital in case of any accident or health
problems, the medical expensges outside those mentioned shall be borne by teams or federations concernad.
The organizer shall provide Alrport pick up service, full board and local transportation to all invited teams. The
air tickets from the original country of invited teams to Suvarnabhumi International Airport (the nearest Airport
for All Participante From Abread to be in the Government’s mandatory 14 days quarantine) and from Hat Yai
International Airport (Stage 3 finishing province) shall be borne by the team.

The crganizer shall be responsible for the accommodation of the participating teams started from May 15, 2021
(Check in after 13:00) until May 21, 2021 (Check out before 12:00). The first meal for the participating teams
shall be the dinner of May 18, 2021 and the last one shall be breakfast on May 21, 2021,

And according to the Royal Thal Government’s regulations concerning the COVID-12 Pandemic prevention,
all invited team members who have entered the Kingdom of Thailand from another country MUST abide by the
regulations below:

1. All tearn members must carry the COVID-19 testing results maximum 72 hours before departure from
their original countries or states,

2. All tearmn members must carry the COVID-19 insurance cover atleast 100,000 US dollars (Cne Hundred
Thousand US Dollarg) for medical services in case of the insurance holder infected the COVID-12 during the
period of staying in Thailand,

3. All team members must take the Alternate State Quarantine that the organizer provided as soon as the
teams arrived in Thailand on the period set by the Ministry of Public Health Ministry (the 14 days quarantine
means 16 days and 15 nights).

Article 6: Radio Tour

The Race Organization shall provide a Radio Tour service and all vehicles shall be provided with a radio recelv-
erftransmitter. Team officials are able to drive by themselves but they shall have international driving licenses.
The radio tour’s frequency shall be announced at the team managers’ meeting.

Article 7: Neutral Technical Support
The neutral support shall provide three (3) Neutral cars and two (2) neutral motorcycles.

Article 8: Race Incidents occurring in the last 3 Kilometers.

In case of duly noted fall, puncture or mechanical problem in the last 3 kilometers of stage, the rider(s) involved
shall be credited with the time of the rider(s) in whose company they were riding at the mement of accident. His
or their placing shall be determined by the order in which he or they actually cross the finishing line.

If, as the result of duly noted fall in the last 3 kilometers, a rider cannot cross the finish line, he shall be place
last in the stage and credited with the same time of the rider or riders in whose company he was riding at the
time of the accident.

Article 9: Mountains/Climbers’ Prize
There shall be no Mountain Sprint (MS) in Women'’s Tour of Thalland 20271,

Article 10: Points Classification (Green jersey)
The Foints Classification is drawn up by totaling the points awarded in each of three (3) stages and in six (6)
Intermediate Sprints.
Foints are awarded for each stage finished: 16, 14,13, 12, 11, 10,92, 8,7, 6, 5, 4, 3, 2and 1 point to the first 15
riders in each stage.
Foints are awarded for each Intermediate Sprint: 3, 2, and 1 point to the first 3 riders respeactively.
In accordance with the article 2.6 017 of the UCI Regulations, in the event of a tie in the general classification
by points, the following criteria shall be applied in order until the riders are separated:

11 Numbers of Stage winning.

2) Numbers of wing in Intermediate Sprints (I1S) counting for the Points

General Classification.

3) General Individual Classification by time.
The leader of the Foints Classification shall wear a GREEN jersey.

To receive the prizes for the General FPoints Classification, each competitor must have completed the whole
course of the race within the time limits set by the race regulations,

Article 11: Individual General Classification by time (Yellow Jersey)

The time as recorded by the timekeeper shall be entered in the Individual General Time Classification. Bonuses
are only taken into consideration for the Individual Classification. Where two or more riders make the same time
in the General Individual Classification time placing, the placing obtained in each stage shall be added and, as
a last resort, the placing obtained in the last stage ridden shall be taken into consideration.

The leader of the Individual General Classification shall wear the Yellow Jersey and received a daily award.

Article 12: Team General Classification by time

The Teamn Classification for the day shall be calculated on basis of the sum of the first 3 best individual times
from each team. In the event of a tie, the team shall be separated by the sum of the places acguired by their
best 3 best placed riders on the stage. If the teams are still tied, they shall be separated by the placing of their
best rider on the stage classification.

The Team General Classification shall be calculated on the basis of the sum of three best individual times from
each team in each stage ridden. In the event of a draw, the following criteria shall be applied in order until the
teams are separated:

IT there is still a draw, the teams shall be separated by the placing of their best rider in the General Individual
Classification.
Any team reduced to fewer than three riders shall be eliminated from the General Team Classification,
The riders of the team leading the Team Classification shall be required to wear the corresponding distinctive sign.

Article 13: Best ASEAN Team

The Best ASEAN Team Classification is based on the ASEAN General Team Classification by time.

The Specific Regulations Art. 13 shall be applied for calculation the time of the Teamn Classification. This award
is limited 1o the teams from the Association of South East Asian Nationsg (ASEAN).

Article 14: Best ASEAN Rider (Purple Jersey)
“ASEAN Riders Classification” is based on the General Individual Classification by time and is restricted to riders
belonging to teams in one of the ASEAN countries and she shall bear of that ASEAN country’s nationality. The
leader in thig classification shall wear a Furple jersey.

Article 15: Time Bonuses
Time bonuses, which shall apply only 1o the Individual General Classification, will be awarded on all road race
stages. They shall be awarded for the Intermediate Sprints, Mountain Sprints and for the Stage Finishes as follows:
1). For each Intermediate Sprint (IS): 3, 2 and 1 seconds are awarded to the
first 3 riders classified respectively.
2). At the stage finishes: 10, 6 and 4 seconds are awarded to the first 3
riders classified respectively.

Article 16: Finishing Time Limits

The Finishing Time Limits have been set for 10 percent in each stage.

However, the time limit may, in exceptional circumstance, be increased and/or decreased by the Commissaires’
FPanel in an agreement with the organizer according to the Article 2.6.032.

Article 17: Leaders’ Jersey
The leader of each classification shall be required to wear the corresponding digtinctive jersey.
It arider is leading more than one classification, the order of priority of the distinctive jerseys shall be as follows:
1). General Classification by time;
2). General Classification by points;
3). General Best ASEAN Classification.
The organizers may require another rider following next to the relevant classification to wear a jersey which is not
being worn by the leader of that classification. However, If this rider must wear his World or National champion’s
jersey, or the leader of UCI cup, circuit, series or classification, he shall wear that jersey.

Article 18: Teams

The Team Managers (Sport Director) represent their teams and are responsible for all their activities from a tech-
nical point of view and alse for their discipline. The Team Managers will collaborate with the Race Organization
and the Colleague of Commissaires to ensure the smooth running of the race.

Team vehicles which travel with the race will be driven in convoy order determined by the classification of their
leading rider in the general classification. All other vehicles will be driven according to the instructions of the
Ceolleague of Commissaires or the Race Direction.

All vehicles will be driven in accordance with the traffic laws of Thailand.

Team managers MUST hold the international driving licenses that validate at least during the period of their
possession of the team car(s). And in case of any damages or accident, team manager(s) of the car have 1o be
responsible for the costs of all damages.
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Article 19. Feeding During the Race

Feeding during the race is permitted frem 30 kilometers after the “real start” until 10 kilometers before the fin-
ish. These distances may be amended by the President of Commissaire in a consultation with the Technical
Director If, in their opinion, this is reguired by the climatic conditions. Any such a change shall be announced
at the start of the stage. Feeding shall be permitted only behind the car of the Commissaire unless there are
15 or less riders in the group when the team vehicle will be permitted to draw up o the rear of the group. Team
vehicles wishing to feed their riders or to speak with them or to pass or receive eguipment must firstly cbtain
the permission of the Commissaire,

Specific Regulations (Tentative)

Article 20: Conduct of Riders & Their Responsibilities

Riders must sign on personally before every stage start at the signing on point which shall be opened from 48
minutes until 10 minutes before the starting time. Teams are reguested to sign on ag a complete team 1o allow
introduction to the spectators. The signing on position will be cloge to the race starting point.

Riders must behave in a sporting fashion during the race and at all other times.

Riders must wear the numbers issued to them by the race organization. These numbers must not be folded, cut
or defaced in any way and must be worn clearly visible,

Riders must wear their official team jerseys, as approved at the meeting when licensas were registered, or else
the Leader Jersey for the various classifications.

It any rider is leading in more than one of these classifications, she shall be presented with each, in turn, at the
protocol ceremony. During the following stage, she shall wear only the jersey of the highest importance and the
nextrider in position in the other competition shall wear that jersey.

Riders must wear rigid safety headgear (UCI 1.3.031) at all times when racing.

Any rain coat or similar garment that is worn must permit the rider’s race body numbers to be clearly visible.
Riders must comply with all traffic rules and the instructions of police or race officials and ride 80 ag to keep the
right hand side of the road clear to allow the passing of vehicles,

Riders may only exchange equipment, wheels or bicycles with members of their own team. They may only assist
riders who have suffered an accident, a puncture or other mechanical troubles who are members of their own
teamn. Riders may exchange food or drink with members of their own or other teams.

Riders may not push another rider or be pushed or receive a tow or a pull by another rider or other persons.
They may not take a pace or receive or take a push or a tow from any vehicle.

Article 21: Penalties
The UCI penalty scale is the only one applicable.

Article 22: Miscellaneous

Team managers, competitors and other team staff in each team participating in this event must respect these
specific regulations and the UCI Regulations.

The Team Managers (Directeurs Sportif) represent their teams and are responsible for all their activity from a
technical point of view and also for thelr discipline. The team managers will collaborate with the Race Crgani-
zation and the Colleague of Commissaires to ensure the smooth running of the race.

Team vehicles which travel with the race will be driven in convoy order determined by the classification of their
leading rider in the General Classification. All other vehicles will be driven according to the instructions of the
Colleague of Commissaires or the Race Director.

Riders must comply with all traffic rules and the instructions of pelice or race officiale and ride so as to keep the
right hand side of the road clear to allow the passing of vehicles,

All vehicles shall be driven in accordance with the traffic laws of Thailand.

Article 23: Awarding Ceremony

Inaccordance with the article 1.2.112 of the UCI Regulations and upon the request of the organizer, the following
riders must attend the official awarding ceremony:

- The winner of the stage;

- The best ASEAN rider;

- The leader of the individual general classification;

- The leader of the Points Classification;

- The leader of the Mountain Classification

- The ricers will present themselves at the podium in a time limit of maximum 10 minutes after crossing the

finishing line. é s
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Snecific Regulations (Tentative)

Article 24: Cycling and the Environment

The Organizer wishes to remind all parties involved in the Tour of Thailand to be sensitive to environmental con-
cemns. As some partof the race route shall pase through Naticnal Parks which are environmental areas protected
by law, the environmental impact of the race must be minimised.

All teams are reminded to be respectiul of places of warships i.e. temples, churches, mosques etc. A proper
conduct is strict to be adhered to and in no circumstances should any team mambers relieve andfor expose
themselves at or around these places other than the designated areas.

In accordance with article 2.2.025 of the UCI Regulations, there shall be strictly no littering at any staging areas:
Start-Finish venues, Feed Zone and throughout the Race Courses. All littering is to be disposed in a responsible
and hygienic manner after arriving at the finishing area.

The organizer will established "WASTE ZONE” 500 meters before the Feed Zone START and 500 meters after
the Feed Zone End and 500 meters before the last 10 kilometers to finish for all stages as indicated in the daily
race schedule. Please be reminded that causing damage to the flora and fauna is strictly prohibited.
